Aunt Flossie shared her

memories with her nieces. You can do the same thing.

When you think about a favorite toy or game, you can

remember something that happened in your life, and

then you can tell someone or write about it. Let’s

practice. In your journal, write down two or three

favorite games or toys. I have a favorite toy, too.   

Share a favorite memory about a toy. For example, tell

about your first bicycle and learning how to ride it. 

Encourage your student to tell about his favorite toy and

share a memory about it.  

You can write down your memory. While you are

writing, I am going to write my memory in my journal,

too. Don’t forget to use the Writing Together way to

write unknown words and punctuate correctly. I use

the same strategies when I don’t know how to spell

the words I need. Of course, you can always ask me if

you need help. 

Allow your tutee to write in his/her journal for about three

minutes. Use this time to record your story in

your journal.
